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Subject:   Suspicious Male 
 
 
The Oshkosh Police Department is advising citizens of a man posing as a repair person in the 
City of Oshkosh.   
 
At about 11:30 a.m. on today’s date, a citizen was at home in the 800 block of W. 12th Avenue 
when they encountered an unknown male in their home.  The citizen asked what the male 
wanted and the male said he was there to fix the dryer.  The citizen had not requested a repair 
person and told the male to leave the home.  The male left the citizens home in an unknown 
direction.  The citizen called the Oshkosh Police Department and officers searched the area, but 
did not find the male.   
 
The male is described as Hispanic, 5’10, 200 lbs. having a mustache and was wearing a black t-
shirt and jeans.  The male did not have an ID card with him.   
 
The Oshkosh Police Department is reminding citizens to report suspicious activity in their 
neighborhood and not to allow anyone inside their home if they did not request a repair person.  
Remember also to lock your doors even if you happen to be home as burglars will go door to 
door, even during the day time, to see if your door is unlocked.
