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The Oshkosh Police Department has made arrests in a burglary that occurred on
Wednesday, February 5, 2014 between 5 pm and 6 pm at a residence in the 0-100 block of
W. 14" Ave in Oshkosh.

On Friday, February 7, 2014 at about 6:30 pm, two males, one 16 years old and the other 14
years old were stopped by Oshkosh Police investigating a suspicious person complaint in the
1300 block of S. Main St. The two male juveniles, both from Oshkosh, were in possession of
items stolen in the burglary from the residence on February 5, 2014. The 14 year-old male
was arrested for burglary and the 16 year old male was arrested for possession of stolen
property and transported to the Fond du Lac County Juvenile Detention facility.

The Oshkosh Police Department was able to gather information of the whereabouts of the
other items that had been stolen in the burglary, including a .45 caliber handgun. As officers
were monitoring a residence in the 0-100 block of W. South Park Avenue, numerous
subjects left the residence in two different vehicles and a high-risk traffic stop was conducted
on both vehicles just after midnight on Saturday, February 8, 2014.

Oshkosh Police did not locate the handgun in the vehicles, but did gather information that
items stolen may be at a residence in the 1100 block of Mallard Avenue in Oshkosh.
Oshkosh Police made contact with a 16 year-old male at the residence. After securing
permission to search the home from an adult, the 45 caliber handgun was found. The 16
year-old was arrested for possession of stolen property and taken to the Fond du Lac County
Juvenile Detention facility.

During the investigation where the handgun had been located, IPOD’s, Tablets and
Headphones were also located that had been taken in the burglary
