The Oshkosh Police Department is investigating a Strong Armed Robbery that occurred in the 
400 block of N. Main St. on Tuesday, April 22, 2014 at about 11:35 PM.   
 
A 33 year-old male from Oshkosh reported to Oshkosh Police that he was travelling north on N. 
Main St. in the 400 block of N. Main St. when a male suspect approached the male victim.  The 
male suspect told the male victim to give him the bicycle.  The victim refused and the suspect hit 
the victim once in the face and took the bicycle.  The suspect was last seen riding north in the 
400 block of N. Main St.  The victim was injured, but refused medical treatment. 
 
The area was checked by Oshkosh Police, but the suspect and bicycle were not found.   
 
The suspect is described as a male black, having dreadlocks and was last seen wearing a black 
hooded sweatshirt. 
 
The bike was described as a green Pacific brand mountain bike.
