The entry method has been to defeat patio doors 
located on the back side of residences.  Items taken in the burglaries are limited and due to the ongoing 
investigation are not being disclosed at this time.  
 
Oshkosh Police are asking citizens to secure their homes entryways and if possible, leave a light on at the 
entryways during the hours of darkness.  Make your home look as though someone is there by leaving on 
lights, putting the lights on timers and/or leaving a television or radio on.
