Subject: Disturbance Resulting in School Lockdown

Today at 12:04 PM officers from the Oshkosh Police Department responded to a report of an armed
robbery at Evans St. and E. Lincoln Ave on the city’s east side. Due to the proximity of this location
to Emmeline Cook Elementary School and Webster Stanley Elementary and Middle School both
schools were contacted and placed on lockdown.

Once officers arrived on the scene it was determined that the incident was not an armed robbery, but
a disturbance between several individuals known to each other. Officers are still attempting to locate
one individual involved, but have determined there is no threat to the community. Emmeline Cook
and Webster Stanley were advised and the lockdown was lifted. The lockdown lasted for about 30
minutes.

The incident remains under investigation.
