Subject: Drug Arrests

On September 15, 2017, the Oshkosh Police Department Vice and Narcotics Unit with
assistance from the Lake Winnebago Drug Unit and Winnebago County Sheriff’s
Department executed three search warrants related to an ongoing narcotics investigation. A
fourth search warrant was served on September 22, 2017.

Search warrants were conducted at the Ohio Street Station, 815 Ohio St.; a business office in
the 200 block of Commerce St; a residence in the 300 block of Viola Ave.; and a storage unit
in the 1200 block of Osborn Ave.

During the course of the investigation, officers seized approximately 245 grams of butane
hash oil, 400 grams of crystal methamphetamine, eight firearms and numerous boxes of drug
paraphernalia.

A 34 year-old male and a 48 year-old male, both from Oshkosh, were taken into custody on
felony drug charges and taken to the Winnebago County Jail.

The street resale value of the drugs is approximately $45,000.

The Oshkosh Police Department is working for you to keep Oshkosh safe.
