Subject: Weapons Complaint, Update 2

The Oshkosh Police Department is continuing the investigation of a shooting that occurred
on 11-5-17 at approximately 900 pm in the 800 Block of Waugoo Ave.

Through the police investigation it was determined that a disturbance occurred between
three individuals that resulted in an exchange of gunfire.

An 18 year old male from Appleton was transported to a local hospital with a gunshot
wound. The male was pronounced deceased from a gunshot wound. The male’s name is
not being released at this time, pending notification of the family and investigation.

A 25 year old male from Oshkosh was treated for a gunshot wound and was released from
the hospital.

The Oshkosh Police department is continuing to search for an additional suspect involved
in this incident. The only information that the police have is that he is a Male Black, late
teens/ early 20’s, and maybe armed.

This is an isolated incident and the public in not in danger. The investigation is still on
going.
