Subject: Search Warrant- 500 Block of Grand St

On 10/17/2018 at approximately 9:45 AM, officers from the Oshkosh Police
Department’s Criminal Investigation Division and the SWAT team, in
conjunction with officers from the Fond du Lac County Sheriff’s Department
and officers from the Lake Winnebago MEG Unit executed a search warrant
in the 500 Block of Grand St in the City of Oshkosh.

The search warrant was issued for items involved in a burglary which
included the theft of multiple firearms. The burglary had occurred on
September 4, 2018 in Fond du Lac County.

Due to the close proximity of the Boys and Girls Club of Oshkosh, Oshkosh
police officers notified the staff there of the execution of the search warrant.
At approximately 9:45AM, the Boys and Girls Club went into lockdown per
the request of the Oshkosh Police Department. They were taken off of the
lockdown at approximately 10:15 AM when officers notified them that the
situation had been resolved and it was safe for them to release the lock
down.

Two 28 year old males from Oshkosh were taken into custody for: Burglary,
Unauthorized use of an individual’s personal identifying information or
document, and for Financial transaction card crimes.
