***UPDATE: William Moyle has been located and is safe. The Silver 
Alert has been cancelled.*** 

 
OSHKOSH, WI (October 29, 2019): The Oshkosh Police Department is 
currently looking for a missing person who has possible dementia.  A Silver 

Alert has been issued as of 8:45 PM on 10/29/2019.  The male is identified 
as William A. Moyle - 8-22-44 (picture attached).  He is 5 feet, 10 inches and 
weighs 225 pounds.  He has white/balding hair and brown eyes.  He was 

last seen wearing a long sleeve brown flannel checkerboard shirt, blue 
jeans, and tennis shoes. 

 
On 10/29/2019 at approximately 7:21 PM, the Oshkosh Police Department 
responded to the 900 block of Starboard for a report of a 75 year old male 

with possible dementia that had left in a vehicle for an appointment and 
had not returned.  That appointment was for 2:30 PM in the City of 
Oshkosh.  Officers checked several potential locations the male might be 

but were unable to locate him.  The Wisconsin DOJ was contacted and a 
Silver Alert was issued. 

 
He left in a vehicle.  It is a 2012 tan Toyota Camry with Wisconsin plates 
888-WXY.  His potential destination is unknown at this time.
