Subject: Hit and Run Crash Truck Pulling Trailer vs. Bicyclist

The Oshkosh Police Department is asking for citizen’s help in identifying the driver or owner of a
red/maroon pick-up truck pulling a trailer that struck a bicyclist in the Oshkosh Wal-Mart store
parking lot, 351 S. Washburn St. on Friday, October 7, 2011 at 4:40 pm.

The store surveillance cameras captured the red/maroon pick-up pulling the trailer going north
through the Wal-Mart parking lot. The bicyclist, a 30 year old Oshkosh man, was northbound in the
parking lot when he was struck by the truck and trailer knocking him off his bicycle, where he was
dragged approximately 50 feet before coming to a stop on the pavement. The bicyclist was
transported to Mercy Medical Center Hospital where he was treated for a broken hand, bumps, and
abrasions. The red/maroon truck pulling the trailer left westbound on Witzel Avenue from the
parking lot.
