Subject: Stabbing Incident Update 

 

The Oshkosh Police Department continues to investigating a stabbing incident that 

occurred overnight. 

  

The 35 year old Oshkosh male suspect who was taken into custody remains in the 

Winnebago County Jail on three counts of attempted first degree intentional homicide.  

This individual stabbed two victims outside a tavern in the 700 block of Otter Avenue.  One 

of the victims is a 35 year old female from Oshkosh.  She remains hospitalized due to her 

injuries.  The other victim is a 26 year old male from Oshkosh.  He has since been released 

from a local hospital after being treated for his injuries. 

 

A third bystander intervened and was attacked by the suspect but was not injured.  The 

suspect was detained by other bystanders until police arrived.
