OSHKOSH, WI (March 18, 2019): The Oshkosh Police Department is 

currently investigating an incident that occurred on March 18th at 
approximately 7:53 AM at a residence located on Cimarron Court in the City 
of Oshkosh. This incident involved a 26 year old male from Oshkosh, who 

had a single gunshot wound. He was transported to a local hospital and the 
injury appears to be non-life threatening.
