Subject:    Calls for Service During Pub Crawl    

  

OSHKOSH, WI (April 15, 2024): The Oshkosh Police Department 

investigated several disturbances during Pub Crawl which took place in 

the City of Oshkosh.  

 

On 04/13/2024, the City of Oshkosh had a large increase in pedestrian 

traffic in the areas surrounding the college due to an event called “Pub 

Crawl.” This unsanctioned yearly event results in an increase in house 

parties throughout that area. Members of the Oshkosh Police 

Department’s Mobile Field Force worked diligently throughout that day to 

increase the presence of law enforcement in the residential areas near the 

campus.  

 

At approximately 9:39 PM, Officers were dispatched to a large physical 
disturbance taking place outside involving about 100 people. While 
officers were investigating, it was reported that several gunshots had been 
heard in the immediate area while officers were on scene. 

 
Officers located several shell casings. After further investigation 
(approximately 30 minutes after the incident was reported), a 20-year-old 
male from Oshkosh was taken into custody for First Degree Recklessly 
Endangering Safety, Felon in Possession of Firearm, Felony Bail Jumping, 
Possession of THC 2nd offense and Possession of MDMA 2nd offense. No 
one was injured and there was no reported property damage as a result 
from the shots being fired.  
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OPD Mobile Field Force officers and patrol officers responded to 

approximately 100 calls for service in the areas of the Pub Crawl event. 

Officers arrested a total of 5 individuals in the area of where the Pub 

Crawl events/house parties were taking place (including the 20-year-old 

male mentioned above). Officers wrote 48 citations (3 citations for 

Underage Consumption/Possession of Alcohol and 39 citations for Open 

Intoxicants).  

 

In Custody Arrests: 

 

Irving/ Elmwood: A 20-year-old male from Oshkosh was arrested for 

Disorderly Conduct, Threats to a Law Enforcement Officer, and for 

violating his Probation/Parole rules. 

 

600 Block of Wisconsin (Disturbance): A 21-year-old male from Fond du 

Lac was arrested for Disorderly Conduct, Battery, Possession of 

Marijuana, and Resisting Arrest. He battered a female and pushed several 

other individuals at a party. 

 

Lincoln/Wisconsin: A 20-year-old male from Sheboygan was arrested for 

Disorderly Conduct and Resisting Arrest. He repeatedly lied to officers 

about his identity. 

 

Lincoln/Wisconsin (Disturbance): Officers were investigating a 

disturbance and arrested a 21- year-old male from Milwaukee for 

Disorderly Conduct, Carrying a Concealed Weapon (Brass Knuckles), 

Possession on Marijuana and Amphetamine.
