On 5/21/2024 at approximately 2:52 PM, officers responded to 1505 North
Dr (Wisconsin Resource Center) in the City of Oshkosh to investigate a
report of a substantial battery incident between two persons. This is an
isolated incident between two individuals, which occurred in the courtyard
area at their facility.

The 56 year old male victim was transported to ThedaCare Regional Medical
Center in Neenah for his injuries, and is currently being treated at their
facility.

The other person involved with this situation is 41 year old male. Neither
one of the individuals involved was an employee of their facility.
